General targeting criteria

schools that:

« Have high proportions of students achieving below expected levels of achievement in the New Zealand Curriculum and Te Marautanga o Aotearoa
based on National Standards, Nga Whanaketanga Rumaki Maori and NCEA data

«  Wish to strengthen their self-review processes to inform ongoing development and improvement

Have a high proportion or a high number of Maori, Pasifika and students with special needs.
