Information about how you can access professional development for 2011 is provided below.

The focus is on supporting schools that:

« Have high proportions of students achieving below expected levels of achievement in the New Zealand Curriculum and Te Marautanga o Aotearoa
based on National Standards, Nga Whanaketanga Rumaki Maori and NCEA data
Wish to strengthen their self-review processes to inform ongoing development and improvement

« Have a high proportion or a high number of Maori students, Pasifika student and students with special needs.

What is not changing:
There is no change to the overall amount of Professional Learning and Development (PLD) funding

«  There is no change to our commitment to equitable provision of PLD across New Zealand

« There is no change to our commitment to supporting leaders and teachers to make significant improvements to student outcomes so that all
